Community and Economic Development

*TEDCO and the City are gathering information about the business park for Austin Consulting 
for them to certify the business park.  Jonathan Gemmen from Austin Consulting will be in 
town on September 24 to review our information and ask any questions that he sees fit to 
certify the site.  With the amount of information we have already and with the progress already 
made on the business park, Austin Consulting anticipates being able to certify the site by the 
end of the year.  With the certification, we will have hard and digital copies of all of this material 
at our disposal.  This will help facilitate and speed up the information sharing process as 
prospects come to our door and create natural marketing material for prospects. 

*The Development Commission met to discuss the Revolving Loan fund.  The commission 
decided on an application and the necessary financial paperwork to create the application 
packet.  I will be putting the packet together for their review and approval before submitting it to 
the council for your review and approval.  At that time, I will begin advertising its availability.  It 
currently has only basic requirements, and is intended for small businesses under 50 
employees and with gross revenues under $1 million.    

*I have some preliminary cost estimates from Garden and Associates for the recreation trails.  I 
will be using this data to complete the grants for the trails.  The main grant I am working on is 
the State Recreation Trails Grant through the Iowa Department of Transportation.

* I attended a meeting of the Eastern Iowa Economic Development Alliance, which includes 
Cedar County.  It is a marketing initiative based on a regional approach initiated by the 
Department of Economic Development.  CCEDCO is also a member of this group.  I will 
continue to attend these meetings when possible.

We should be able to be on the slab in a week and after its full cure of 28 days, All 
American will put a sealer on it.  We have been in contact with D & N Fence to install 
the fence along with Tennis Services of Iowa for stripping both the tennis/basketball 
court.
