COOPERATIVE AGREEMENT: Jack Pope of Garden & Associates gave the council 
a brief power-point presentation on the upcoming Highway 38 and 130 projects. After a 
brief discussion, motion was made by McGlaughlin and seconded by Anderson to 
authorize city signature to the following Cooperative Agreement: 
This Agreement, is entered into by and between the Iowa Department of Transportation 
(IDED), hereinafter designated the DOT, and the City of Tipton, Iowa, hereafter 
designated the CITY in accordance with 761 Iowa Administrative Code Chapter 150 and 
Iowa Code sections 28E.12 and 306A, WITNESSETH; that WHEREAS, the CITY in 
joint cooperation with the DOT proposes to establish or improve an extension of Primary 
Road No. Iowa 38 and extension of Primary Road No. Iowa 130 within Cedar County, 
Iowa; and WHEREAS, the CITY an DOT are willing to jointly participate in said project, 
in the manner hereafter provided; and WHEREAS, this Agreement reflects the current 
concept of this project which is subject to modification by the DOT; and NOW, 
THEREFORE,IT IS AGREED as follows: 

The CITY will design, let, inspect and administer construction of the following primary 
highway project in accordance with the project plans and DOT standard specifications: 

Iowa 38 will be reconstructed from 7th Street to 11th Street including reconstruction of 
city street intersections. The project provides for the reconstruction of Iowa 130 from 
Iowa 38 (Cedar Street) to Mulberry Street, including the intersection with Iowa 38. Areas 
of pavement patching will also be completed on Iowa 38 within the corporate limits.

SYNOPSIS:  As part of the bidding process of the Highway 38 and Highway 130 
Reconstruction Project 2009, we are required to have a public hearing on the plans, 
specifications, form of contract and estimate of cost.  Once the public hearing is closed the 
council can approve the plans, specifications, form of contract and estimate of cost and can 
also award the bid (the plans and specifications are in the conference room).  Bids for the 
project were opened on Thursday, May 28th at 10:00 a.m. and the results were as followed:

• All American Concrete    $1,354,044.10 

 
The low bid for the project was All American Concrete.  The Engineer’s Opinion of Probable 
Cost for the project was $1,606,481.00.  We have forwarded the bid results to the IDOT and 
they concur with our recommendation of awarding the bid to All American Concrete.
